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What is Idling?

Have You Ever Left A Car Running While…

▪ Waiting to pick someone up?

▪ Running in to do an errand?

▪ Warming up or cooling the interior?

▪ Completely stopped in a traffic jam?

Idling means leaving a car’s engine 

running when it is in park or not in use.


●  Leaving your engine running with the car parked gets you a big fat 0 miles to the gallon.
●  In just 10 seconds of idling you waste the same amount of gas it will take to restart your car.  So turn it off if you are waiting for someone. 
●  Plus, any modern auto mechanic will tell you: the winter “warm-up” is a MYTH.  The engine needs no more than a minute on cold winter days – think about how many lubricating revolutions the engine makes in that one minute (at 600-1000 rpm).  Idling is actually very inefficient and hard on the engine over time. 
●  And idling adds lots of extra pollution to the air.

So not idling will extend engine life and save you money!
And not idling helps clean the air you breathe, too! 
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
